1. PENANG CITY & HERITAGE TOUR

Take a drive through historical Georgetown visitargongst others, the prominent
buildings of colonial era that are now under UNE&@cognition site. Stop at Fort
Cornwallis that once belonged to the English Eagial Co., where Captain Francis
Light landed in 1786. Next, visit the State Muselut in 1821, which showcase a
fine collection of antiques and other historicdiceshowcasing Penang’s culture and
heritage throughout the years.

Enjoy an authentic trishaw ride through the hedG@orgetown and be fascinated by
its charm from old colonial architectures to modskgscrapers of bustling
Chinatown and colorful Little India. Stop at onetibé most magnificent clan house,
Khoo Kong Si. The building features intricate cags and wood work bearing the
mark of master craftsmen from China. Lastly, visé majestically Thai Buddhist
Temple, “Wat Chayamangkalaram”, which houses orteefargest Reclining
Buddha in the world and its 33 meters gold-platadiming statue which has never
failed to attract visitors all around the globe.

& fruits plantations, we will stop at a fruit stétir an introduction to local fruits,
nutmeg and cloves.

Next, proceed to the famous Snake Temple, also krasnTemple of the Azure
Clouds which built in 1850. Here you can find verous pit vipers coiled around the
altars and others parts of the temple.

Be ready for a religious journey to explore thechaating Kek Lok Si Temple, known
as the Temple of Ten Thousand Buddha'’s. It is dribeomost beautiful and largest
Chinese Buddhist Temple Complex in South East Aispended against a hill slope,
this unique seven tiers Pagoda which stands 30reniéis a mixture of Chinese,

Thai and Burmese architectures and craftsmanstuptdNbe missed to see the 30
meters tall Bronze Statue of Goddess Mercy (Kuanr).Yi

Last stop we will ascend the Penang Hill or ‘Buké&ndera’ via funicular train up to
800 meters above the sea level. Being the oldksthiion in Malaysia and certainly
only one of its kinds in South East Asia; be mesreerwith panoramic view of the
islands as well as the mainland.

The journey by funicular railways to the summitR#fnang Hill takes approximately
30 minutes. Once at the top the views are fantasiicyou can clearly see the
mainland and the connecting Penang Bridge, theeksing South East Asia. You will
also be able to pick out the landmarks of Georgetthat you may have already
visited. During your free time on the hilltop yoarchave a cup of coffee or tea, visit
a small aviary, or just stroll and enjoy the cabéan air.

5. BOTANICAL GARDEN & BUTTERFLY FARM

insects and small harmless reptiles including soos frogs and other species of
insects. There is also a hatchery and a “Presd&uédrflies of the World” museum.

Next, visit the century old, 72-acre Penang Botanizarden located at the foot of
Penang Hill. This garden has actually been transtdrfrom an old granite quarry

site way back in 1884 into the present unique ast greenery beautiful garden.

Stroll through a rich collection of tropical floeend fauna. You will be greeted by

long tail Macaque monkeys, who make these gardenskingdom. If you are lucky,
you can spot a ring eye monkey, who wears a papettacles and going about shyly.
